Creation of the “Activités multiples” land use area on the east side of Cote-des-Neiges Road, between
Frobisher Street and the CP right of way
Cote-des-Neiges—Notre-Dame-de-Grace borough

The draft by-law entitled “Réglement modifiant le plan d’urbanisme, plan directeur de I'arrondissement Cote-
des-Neiges—Notre-Dame-de-Grace” (P-02-247) (C0O92 03386) was adopted at the Montréal city council
meeting of December 16, 2002.

At the city council’s request, the Office de consultation publique de Montréal (OCPM) will hold a public
consultation on the draft by-law and provide the background material.

The draft by-law amends the urban plan for the Cote-des-Neiges—Notre-Dame-de-Grace district by creating,
on the “Commerce lourd” land area, east of Cote-des-Neiges Road, between Frobisher Street and the CP right
of way, the “Activités multiples” land use area for lots 83-6, 83-10 and 83-11 in the cadastral parish of the
village of Céte-des-Neiges.

This amendment is in accordance with a zoning change submitted to Céte-des-Neiges—Notre-Dame-de-Grace
borough by the “Fondation Islamique charitable Alkhoée Inc.” to authorize the occupancy of buildings at 7085
Cote-des- Neiges Road and 3669 Frobisher Street, as an elementary school and a preschool, and as a place
of worship.

Purpose of consultation

A public consultation on the draft by-law must be held as the “Activités multiples” land use area is not in
accordance with the urban plan for the Céte-des-Neiges—Notre-Dame-de-Grace district, and as the site is in
a “Commerce lourd” land use area.
